What is next? The Land-
scape Foundation plans 
to continue the trail that 
runs along the north side 
of Elfin Forest Road be-
ginning at the Water Au-
thority turnout and con-
necting to the Fortuna 
Del Norte trail to the 
west.  The Water Au-
thority has agreed to in-
stall a gate to allow them 
access to the water line 
but stop vehicles from 
driving onto the prop-
erty. We will fence the 
rest with our standard 
split rail. We will need 
volunteers to help install 
fencing this winter or 
early spring. In the 
meantime we will be 
working with the County 
of San Diego and the 
Water Authority to put 
all the necessary plans in 

place.
