1. Approval of Minutes

· The Minutes of the October 6, 2010, EFHGTC general meeting and the November 16, 2010, EFHGTC board meeting were approved.  Bonnie Baumgartner made the motions, Melanie Fallon seconded, and the minutes were approved.   

2. Treasurer’s Report

· May Meintjes presented the Treasurer’s report, declaring a balance of 23,117.25 as of December 31, 2010.  Since that date, the $50,000 check from the Olivenhain Municipal Water District was deposited.  There was considerable discussion regarding the use and distribution of the OMWD monies.  Bonnie Baumgartner moved approval of the Treasurer’s report, Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin seconded and the report was approved.

5. Training/discussion of ongoing projects and goals for upcoming year.
·    A committee overview and area tour will be set up by Melanie.

6. Committee Reports:

a. General Plan Update Status – Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin and Melanie Fallon
· Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin gave an overview of the General Plan’s status at the Board of Supervisors.  The next public meeting will be May 16th.  Groundwater has become a major issue.  The general idea of the plan is to allow additional density where infrastructure already exists, rather than expanding into the back country.
· Two proposed projects that would impact the Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove communities are University Heights and Harmony Grove Meadows.

· Melanie Fallon made a motion that the EFHGTC hire land use consultant Howard Blackson for an amount not to exceed $2000 to work with the County Department of Planning and Land Use and to lobby the Board of Supervisors on our community’s behalf regarding the proposed Harmony Grove Meadows development.  Gordon Taggart seconded the motion and it was approved.

b. OMWD Pipeline – Status of $50,000 community mitigation funds – Melanie Fallon and Nancy Goodrich
· Melanie Fallon will draft a proposal regarding the use of the OMWD mitigation funds.  The EFHGTC will keep a certain amount in a legal contingency fund for use to keep our communities rural and the rest will go to the Community Foundation to be used for specific projects within a specified time frame.
c. Communication Committee – Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin and Sandra Bartsch

· The EFHGTC website is being updated.  A Mira Costa College student is working on it as a class project.

· Graphic designer Ted Hanson, of Elfin Forest Lane, may be willing to redesign out community logo.

d. Fourth of July Committee – May Meintjes

· Catering estimates need to be seen by the entire committee.

· Everybody who purchases supplies for the picnic needs to submit their estimates to May Meintjes to track costs.
· Jeff Swenerton, the event chair, asked for clarification as to what would be a maximum acceptable loss margin.  May Meintjes made a motion, and Melanie Fallon seconded it, that $500 was the maximum acceptable loss margin.  The motion was approved.

· Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin and Melanie Fallon will co chair the silent auction.

· Amy Molenaar volunteered to do the staffing schedule for the Fourth of July picnic ticket booth.

e. Animal Use Regulation Committee – Bonnie Baumgartner
