The meeting was called to order by Chair Melanie Fallon at approximately 3:15 pm.  

1. Approval of Minutes

· The Minutes of the November 2, 2010, EFHGTC board meeting were approved with one amendment.  Melanie Fallon made the motion, Bonnie Baumgartner seconded, and the minutes were approved unanimously.   

2. Treasurer’s Report

· The Treasurer’s Report was approved.  Bonnie Baumgartner made the motion, Jacqueline Arsivaud Benjamin seconded and the report was approved unanimously.

· There was also discussion regarding anticipated Chaparral expense in January due to the annual mailed edition.  Per May Meintjes, there may still be funds left in the Post Office account.

3. Discussion regarding Signs for Harmony Grove

· Mid Hoppenrath, accompanied by Carla Zilka, led the discussion regarding Community signs for Harmony Grove.  Mid recommended two double sided signs, one of which would be on the southwest corner of Country Club and Mt. Whitney, and the other would be on Harmony Grove Rd at the Reserve near the existing Elfin Forest sign.  
· Mid recommended the signs be approximately 4’ x 8’ in size and possibly depicting the “Lady of the Valley” and Indian elements such as an Indian pony, along with a golden eagle.
· Several sample designs were reviewed.  Cost was estimated to be approximately $1500.  Mid said she would request funding from Standard Pacific, the new developer of Harmony Grove Village.

· Melanie Fallon made a motion to authorize up to $1500 of EFHGTC funds, subsequent to funding requests being made of Standard Pacific, for Harmony Grove Community signs, as long as the design was developed with community input.  Eric Anderson seconded the motion and it was approved.

4. Meeting with Safe Streets Now

· The meeting was held on November 15, 2010, 6:30pm at the Fire Station with Leo Wilson, Jackie Cruz (B.J. Williams’s replacement) and other Sheriff’s Department representatives, Eric Anderson, Nancy Goodrich and Joe Russo.
